The Crypt Emersion ð 
Part Four (of Ten)

As I concluded last month, this tank has really 
reached the point of equilibrium.  In the past month I 
made no new additions of plants or fish, and there 
were no deaths.  I did have an opportunity to buy 
some galaxy rasboras / clestial pearl danios (Danio 
margaritatus), but foolishly didnôt take it.  I went back 
the following week and they were all goneé 
 
This equilibrium has really forced me to stop looking 
at the major changes in the tank from week-to-week 
and start looking at the minor changesé 
 
The tank is doing very well.  As mentioned last 
month, some of the other plants in the tank have 
really taken over, at least for the first visual 
impression.  Instead of listing the changes that have 
occurred week-to-week, I would like to present the 
four pictures from the past month, and have you look 
at the changes.

The Sagittaria sagittafolia has surprised me.  When I 
first added the Sagittaria lorata, it didnôt do all that 
well (at least when compared to the Anubias 
hastifolia), and I expected the same from the S. 



sagittafolia.  Surprisingly, it not only continues to grow 
taller, but, aside from some browning around the 
margins, the leaves are very beautiful.  If you look at 
the four pictures in the above series, you can see the 
rapid growth of the leaves.  Another thing that 
surprises me about this plant, both in this tank and 
two of my other tanks, is the tendency for the leaves 
to grow curved or bent to allow the arrow-head leave 
to stay as close as possible to the light source.

The other plant that has surprised me in the last four 
weeks is the A. hastifolia.  While it has been doing 
exceedingly well, the growth over the last month has 
amazed me, with two leaves being above the lights 
as of week 26.

Along with the height of the leaves, the size of the 
leaves is also impressive.

Finally, over a week period there was an impressive 
growth spurt of Salvinia rotundifolia.  If you look at the 
following picture and compare it with the background 
of the S. saggitifolia above, you can see that in the 
period of one week, it multiplied rapidly.  If anyone 
has any suggestions on why I had such rapid growth 
in such a small period of time, I would be grateful to 
listen.
